Thirty five students continue to attend the program and are on the unpaid list. I will continue to follow up for payment. 

Staff Complement: Sera Trunzo was hired on October 5th. Sera graduated from the University of Winnipeg. Presently Sera is taking a year off prior to continuing her studies. Sera attended a few schools in the Pembina Trails Division and didn’t hesitate to talk to some teachers at HGI that taught her in other schools. Sera is very excited to join our team.

Students with Special Needs: I met with Mr. Maguire on October 7th to finalize the student pairing and time frame that lunch supervisors are able to provide in order to keep costs at a minimal and have a sufficient amount in the budget for the entire school year. 

It was decided to change the supervision time frame offered by the lunch supervisors from 1 hour to a half hour for 4 students from 12:15pm to 12:45pm. This format allowed the Educational Assistant to have a lunch break during this time.

Only one student in grade 9 is supervised for the full hour by a lunch supervisor. Now a total of 5 students are shared with the Educational Assistants and Lunch Supervisors during the lunch hour. The new time frame and the student pairings has worked out very well.

Meetings: On October 7 a lunch supervisor meeting was held with 21 supervisors in attendance. Topics included: a review of indoor and outdoor supervision, attendance for paid and unpaid students, lunch registration costs and library sign up to stay indoors.
